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Free mobile art exhibition helps children to develop

New Zealand’s only travelling art collection, designed to give kiwi kids the chance to get up close and personal with art, will be truckin’ into a town near you this year. 

The exhibition, that’s housed in a mobile art gallery, unfolds to form an 80 square metre display space and does more than just bring art to kids.
“The Real Art Roadshow is not just about art – it’s about helping students broaden their creativity, which is fundamental to helping young people become well-rounded adults,” said RAR co-founder and director, Fiona Campbell.

She said prior to the Real Art Roadshow, many students in geographically isolated locations throughout New Zealand never had the opportunity to experience real art.

“The Roadshow offers these students a chance to see real art and witness the true scale, texture and colour of over 120 pieces of original art, instead of relying on textbook illustrations or web representations.”
Ms Campbell added that it’s not just kids who benefit.
“It costs nothing to have the Real Art Roadshow at a school. Plus, there’s the bonus of no red tape or compliance – everything is taken care of by the Roadshow team. We also offer schools teaching resources ahead of time, allowing teachers to structure their lessons to best fit their schedules and benefit their students.”

In addition, the Real Art Roadshow is open during lunchtimes for parents and teachers to experience. 

Ms Campbell said “If you can’t go to an art gallery, let the art gallery come to you.”
